Jesus said to his disciples:

John's gospel says, 'The greatest way to show love for friends is to die for them'. Realistically, few 
of us will ever be asked to literally die for another. But love and friendship are sometimes 
demanding and not always easy. At times we need to put others first and put ourselves second.

Reader 4: We pray for those who have lost someone they love. Lord, hear us. 
All: Lord, hear our prayer. 
Reader 5: We pray that we might show love to others in all we do and say. Lord, hear us. 
All: Lord hear our prayer. 
Invite the children to pray for their own special intentions. 
All: Lord hear our prayer. 
Leader: Loving God, listen to our prayers in the name of the risen Jesus.

Group Activity 

Create a Love Poster 

 
You will need: paper or whiteboard for brainstorming, a large poster 

page, cut-out heart for each child, decorating materials. 

 
1. As a group, brainstorm the ways you could show love to people in 

your family, school or community this week. 

2. Display the large poster page which will have written at the top: “Love 

Each Other as I Have Loved You.” 

3. Give each child a heart-shaped cut out and invite them to write or 

draw one thing they will do this week to show love to someone. 

4. At the end, invite children to stick their decorated hearts on the poster 

and talk about how much love will come into the world this week  

through their actions.
